SECTION IV: TERMS & CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT  

 

1. The successful bidder hereinafter called as the Contractor shall execute/perform the 

works contracted by him hereunder, to the satisfaction of the CASFOS. 

 

2. The Contractor shall seek instructions from the Estate officer, Central Academy for 

State Forest Service (CASFOS), Burnihat or any other officer, authorized by the 

Principal, Central Academy for State Forest Service for the purpose, hereinafter 

referred to as the CASFOS authority.  

 

3. The Contractor shall be fully responsible for the security of the campus of the 

CASFOS, Burnihat and safety of structures, installations, fittings, equipment, 

vehicles, office and household appliances and materials, buildings, materials and 

any other property owned by CASFOS or inmates residing or working in or 

visiting the CASFOS campus, safety of Officers, hostel inmates, guests and staff 

living inside the CASFOS Campus shall also be the responsibility the contractor. 

 

4. Besides the normal campus manning/security functions, the other functions 

required to be performed for the safety of CASFOS campus includes the following: 

 

a. Outsourced security guards deployed by the Contractor shall check the 

material/property going out of the building/campus through the procedure of 

gate pass as laid down by the CASFOS authority, reception of visitors and 

guest. 

b. Outsourced security guards shall perform watch and ward functions 

including night patrolling/day patrolling at all times including holidays, 

Saturday and Sundays. 

c. Other category of outsourced personnel shall carry out works related to 

office functioning cleaning, sanitation of office, hostels, guest rooms, 

maintenance and upkeep of campus and any other works allotted by 

competent authority of CASFOS, Burnihat. 

 

5. The Contractor shall compensate in full the loss sustained by the CASFOS or its 

campus inmates on account of any theft, burglary and any other kind of intrusion in 

the campus entrusted to him for security. The amount of loss to be compensated by 

the Contractor shall be determined by the Principal, CASFOS and the same shall 

be binding on the Contractor. The Contractor shall also be fully responsible for any 

loss or damage of material, vehicle and any other property of the CASFOS, or its 

campus inmates attributable to the negligence or failure of the outsourced security 

guards and other categories of outsourced personnel in complying with the 

prescribed procedure. The Contractor shall compensate all losses suffered by the 

CASFOS on this account in full. The decision of the Principal, CASFOS in this 

regard shall be binding on the Contractor. 

 

6. The Contractor shall deploy physically fit personnel who may also be Ex-service 

men as Security Guards under watch and ward category only for the purpose of this 

contract in the CASFOS. The contractor shall deploy only those personnel whose 

character and eligibility have been verified. This can be cross verified by the 

Principal CASFOS or any Officer authorized in this regard by the Principal. 

Documentary proof in support of verification is mandatory. At any time, if any of 
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the personnel deployed is found to be not suitable he/she shall have to be 

withdrawn by the Contractor within 24 hours. A Complete list of personnel 

engaged by the Contractor for deployment in CASFOS shall be furnished by the 

Contractor along with complete address and other antecedents.  

 

The Contractor shall deploy only those personnel as security guards, whose 

antecedents have been verified by the police authorities. All the guards deployed 

should be below the age of 55 yrs. Certificate for the same is to be submitted to 

CASFOS authority. 

 

7. The rates payable to the Contractor as agreed for outsourced personnel to be 

deployed viz., Security Guards and other outsourced personnel will be as per 

classification of workers in Annexure-I and will be based on the current rates under 

the Minimum Wages Act, 1948. Rates with respect to the minimum wages payable 

to the different categories, as notified by Govt. of India, Ministry of labour New 

Delhi for the Assam and State will be applicable. In case of revision of minimum 

wages by the competent authority, as also of the employer‟s contributions towards 

EPF and ESI, the pro-rata increase in the rates will be acceptable to the CASFOS 

authority. It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure that the 

outsourced security guard or other categories of outsourced personnel, deployed by 

him, at no point of time will be paid less than the minimum rates of wages as 

prescribed and revised from time to time for the respective categories. Bill shall be 

raised by the Contractor in accordance with the rates quoted on every last day of 

the month and submitted for payment to CASFOS authority. The number of 

security personnel and other categories of personnel required can vary subject to 

the requirements. 

 

The Contractor will also ensure that the outsourced personnel deployed by him are 

paid the wages/salaries for the previous month on or before the 7th day of the 

subsequent month. In line with Government of India policy of cashless 

transactions, it must be ensured that payments are made electronically in their 

saving bank accounts. If the Contractor fails to pay the wages timely, a fine of Rs 

50.00 per day per person will be realized from the Contractor. 

 

8. The CASFOS authority shall fix timings of the various duty shifts. A single duty 

shift will have a normal duration of 8 (eight) hours excluding rest intervals.  

 

9. The Contractor shall submit monthly duty chart of the outsourced security guards 

to the CASFOS authority prior to commencement of the month. He shall also 

submit the daily attendance sheet of the security guards and other outsourced 

personnel for the previous working day. The principle of “No Work – No Pay” 

shall be followed while making payment of wages/salaries to the outsourced 

personnel deployed by him. 

 

10. The Contractor shall not replace the outsourced security guards and other 

outsourced personnel at random. This shall be done with the prior knowledge of 

the CASFOS authority and full particulars of the security guard and other 

outsourced personnel so deployed shall be given to CASFOS authority. In case any 

of the security and other outsourced personnel is found to be posted without the 

previous knowledge of the CASFOS authority, the CASFOS shall not be liable to 
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pay for such security and other outsourced personnel. 

 

11. No leave of any kind to the outsourced security guards and other outsourced 

personnel shall be sanctioned by the CASFOS authority. The Contractor shall be 

liable to make substitute arrangements in case of the absence of the security guard 

and other outsourced personnel. No short leave or meal relief shall be permitted to 

the security personnel unless the Contractor provides suitable substitute without 

any extra payment. The Contractor shall provide sufficient number of leave 

reserves, also. The Contractor shall ensure that at no time any security point is 

unmanned. The Contractor shall maintain a register at CASFOS for the purpose of 

taking/handing over the duty where security personnel perform duty round the 

clock. Performance of duty in two shifts by the same guard on a day shall not be 

permitted. However, in an emergent case exception can be made with the prior 

approval of the CASFOS authority to the extent of one person in any one of the 

shifts but the payment to such a person for the extra shift shall be at the rates 

applicable for normal shift. Relevant rules in this regard shall be adhered to while 

making such considerations. 

 

12. If at any point of time, any outsourced personnel deployed by the Contractor is 

found lacking in his duty, a sum of Rs.500 (Five hundred only) shall be levied as 

fine to the Contractor for each such complaint after approval by CASFOS 

authority. During checking of duty by the CASFOS authorities, if any outsourced 

security guard is found absent or is found lacking in the duty hours or any serious 

dereliction of duty is observed, a fine extending up to maximum Rs.5000/- (Rs. 

Five thousand only) may be imposed on the Contractor by the Principal, CASFOS. 

 

13. The CASFOS shall not be liable to provide any residential accommodation to the 

outsourced security guards or the other categories of outsourced personnel. No 

cooking or lodging shall be allowed to the Contractor‟s personnel at any place 

inside the campus. 

 

14. The Contractor as envisaged in Annexure-I hereto shall bear expenses incurred on 

the following: 

a. Providing torches and cells to the security guards on night regularly as and 

when required. 

b. Providing lathi/ballam/umbrella and other implements to the security 

personnel.  

c. Providing stationery for writing duty charts and registers at the security 

checkpoints for making entries of the visitors, vehicles, etc. Such kind of 

register once used up and while in use shall be deemed to the property of 

CASFOS Burnihat.  

d. All outsourced security guards shall be provided with name batches, which 

shall be displayed at their chest. All the outsourced personnel including 

security guards shall wear/display identity cards issued to them by the 

Contractor. 

 

15. The CASFOS authority reserves the right to change the deployment of security 

personnel. The CASFOS authority also reserves the right to ask for replacement of 

particular security personnel or other categories of personnel deployed by the 

Contractor. 
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16. The outsourced security guards and other categories of outsourced personnel 

deployed by the Contractor shall be bound to observe all instructions issued by 

CASFOS authority concerning general discipline and behavior. 

 

17. The CASFOS authority has the right to check the various implements/torches etc. 

issued by the Contractor to outsourced security guards. The Contractor shall 

maintain these items to the satisfaction of the CASFOS authority. 

 

18. For all intents and purposes, the Contractor will be “Employer” within the meaning 

of all labour legislations as amended from time to time in respect of all categories 

of personnel deployed by him. 

 

19. The Contractor shall be responsible for recruitment of the personnel for the 

purpose of this contract, and the security guards and other categories of outsourced 

personnel so recruited and deployed by him shall be under his direct 

control/supervision. 

 

20. The Contractor shall also be responsible for the conduct of the outsourced security 

guards and other outsourced personnel. In case the outsourced security guards or 

other outsourced personnel deployed by the Contractor commit/commits any act of 

omission or commission constituting misconduct or indiscipline, the Contractor 

will take appropriate action against the personnel. 

 

21. The Contractor will be responsible and liable for the implementation of all the 

statutory provisions as regards outsourced security guards and other outsourced 

personnel to be deployed by him in respect of minimum wages, Employees‟ 

Provident Funds, and Employees‟ State Insurance, etc. as and when they become 

applicable under the Law. The Contractor shall maintain all the statutory registers 

under the law. The Contractor shall produce the same on demand to the CASFOS 

authority or any other authority under law. The Contractor will obtain a license 

under the Contract Labour (R&A) Act, 1970 and produce a copy of the same to 

CASFOS authority. In case, the previous month‟s ESI and EPF challans do not 

accompany the bill as a documentary proof, a requisite portion of amount shall be 

held up till such proof is produced. 

The Contractor will ensure that he is covered under the Employees 

Provident Fund Act, Miscellaneous Provisions Act and Employees State Insurance 

Act having its independent code number. Thus, he will ensure that all eligible 

employees are covered under these Acts. 

In case the Contractor fails to comply with statutory obligations under any 

Labour Laws, and the CASFOS is put to any obligation, monetary or otherwise, the 

CASFOS will be entitled to get itself re-imbursed out of the bill or the security 

deposit of the Contractor or otherwise, to the extent of the obligation in monetary 

terms. 

 

22. The CASFOS shall not be responsible financially or otherwise for any injury or 

death to the outsourced security personnel or other categories of outsourced 

personnel in the course of their performing the security or other duties. In case, 

compensation is awarded by a Court of Law, payment of the same shall be the sole 

responsibility of the Contractor. 
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23. The Contractor will give an affidavit and/or undertaking or both in favour of the 

principal employer every following month to the effect that he has paid wages to 

his workers and also complied with the provisions of the Employees Provident 

Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act and Employees State Insurance Act. 

 

24. The Contractor shall not be permitted to transfer, sublet or assign his rights and 

obligations in part or full under this contract to any other person or organization. 

 

25. Time shall be the essence of the contract and the duration of this contract shall be 

for a period of twelve months from the NOA or 01.11.2021 whichever is later, 

except in the event of earlier termination under these terms. The contract shall 

automatically expire on completion of one year unless extended further by mutual 

consent of the parties, subject to a maximum of further two years. 

 

26. Principal, CASFOS has the absolute right to terminate the contract at any time 

before the due date of expiry specified in clause 25 hereinabove, without assigning 

any reason, by giving one month‟s notice in advance to the Contractor in writing. 

The Principal, CASFOS shall also have the right to extend the contract in writing 

on the same terms and conditions with some addition/deletion for a further period 

of one year or for a shorter period at a time until such time as a new agency takes 

over in the event of CASFOS resorting to the process of appointing a fresh 

Contractor, subject to the maximum of three years in total. 

 

27. In the event of the Contractor desiring an earlier termination of the contract, he 

shall have to give three months advance notice to the Principal, CASFOS. 

 

28. The Contractor is bound by the details and documents as furnished by him to the 

CASFOS while submitting the tender or at any other time. In case any of the 

details of such documents furnished by him, is found to be false at any stage this 

would be deemed to be a breach of the terms of contract making him liable for 

action under clause 31 hereof. 

 

29. In case of breach of any of the terms of agreement, the security deposit of the 

Contractor is liable to be forfeited by the Principal, CASFOS. The Principal, 

CASFOS against any amount, which the Contractor may owe to the CASFOS, can 

appropriate any sum of money due or payable to the Contractor including the 

security deposit refundable to him under the contract. 

 

30. The Contractor shall be liable to be fined to the extent of Rs.25,000/- in each case 

for any theft in the premises, which are not covered in clauses 5 and 6 of the terms 

and conditions. 

 

31. The Contractor will ensure that no unauthorized entry is permitted and the guards 

at the entry points/gates should be able to recognize/identify the legitimate 

residents and visitors without causing any embarrassment or discourtesy. The 

Security guards in event of not being able to recognize/identify the legitimate 

residents shall contact the Caretaker, CASFOS through telephone. Such telephone 

number will be provided to the outsourced security guards on duty well in advance 

by CASFOS Burnihat. If any unauthorized outsiders are found playing inside the 
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lawns and playgrounds of CASFOS a fine of Rs.500/- (Rupees Five Hundred only) 

shall be levied to the Contractor. 

 

32. Entry of stray dogs and stray cattle into the campus is to be prevented by the 

security guard. 

 

33. It should be ensured that trees, flowers, plants and grassy lawns are not damaged 

either by the campus inmates or by outsiders. 

 

34. All personnel employed by the Contractor shall be bound to provide full help in 

extinguishing any fire that breaks out anywhere in the CASFOS campus. 

 

35. In the event of any malpractice on the part of the Contractor or his employees, vis-

a-vis any CASFOS staff or otherwise, the contract shall be liable to be terminated. 

 

36. The performance of security function and other services under the contract will be 

reviewed by the Estate Officer, or the CASFOS authority at 3.00 p.m. on the 

second day of every month and the Contractor will remain present personally or 

through an authorized representative. In the event of the second day of the month 

being a holiday, the meeting shall take place on the next working day. 

 

37. Income Tax will be deducted at source as per Income Tax Law and the TDS 

certificate to this effect shall be issued to the Contractor by the CASFOS. The 

responsibility of paying GST or any other tax at prevailing rate (Govt. levy) will be 

on the Contractor. The Contractor will produce the proof of payment of such tax 

(Govt. levy) of previous month to CASFOS along with the bill for that month. 

 

38. The Contractor will have to deposit security money / performance guarantee equal 

to 10% of the final accepted monthly bid amount in the form of bank guarantee or 

FDR for the entire contract period in favor of the Principal, CASFOS, within 15 

days of the award of contract. The Security Deposit shall be released in full only 

when complete handing over of security charge is made to the CASFOS in the 

event of completion of the contract or otherwise, if no dues are recoverable from 

the Contractor and only when the Contractor will satisfy the authorities that EPF 

and ESI dues of all the workers engaged on contract have been settled. 

 

39. The Contractor, if in any manner defaults in the performance or in making good 

any losses, damages or expenses or any part thereof, then it shall be lawful for the 

CASFOS to forfeit or dispose off said security deposit in and towards the 

liquidation of liability of the Contractor in respect of such default. Further in case 

CASFOS is put to any monetary loss or liability as a result of any act of omission 

or commission of the Contractor or personnel deployed by him, the CASFOS shall 

have the right to get itself reimbursed to the extent of the liability or loss out of the 

bills and/or the security deposit. 

 

40. Any oversight or clerical mistake crept in inadvertently in the tender/contract 

document should be subject to correction and adjustment at a later date and the 

firm shall not draw any undue advantage whatsoever out of any such mistake. Any 

dispute, differences or questions which may arise between the Contractor and 

Academy will be referred to the arbitrator. Arbitrator will be appointed by the

housekeeping and up keeping services, which require uniform during the duty 

hours. 

 

42. The details of uniform to be provided per annum per personnel depending on the 

requirement of personnel are as follows:

b) One pair of shoes  

c) One jersey pullover  

d) One jacket 

e) Cap and Belt 

f) Scarf, torch, cells, lathi, whistle and stationery etc. 

g) Any extra warm clothing, required in case of extreme cold, of uniform 

pattern.

i) Winter clothes 

 
43. Monthly billing will be on actual attendance basis. 

 

44. Any dispute arising out of this agreement will be settled under the jurisdiction of 

Guwahati Court (under High Court of Guwahati) 
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SECTION- V: AWARD OF CONTRACT 

 

3.1 AWARD OF CONTRACT 

3.1.1 CASFOS shall issue Notification of Award (NOA) in duplicate to the 

successful bidder in writing by a Registered Letter/ Courier/ Speed Post 

or per bearer.
